Important

You have two options when you cross the border into the European Union:

e  You can move freely for up to 90 days on a standard tourist visa

e  You can claim temporary protection, which may be renewed for up to 3 years
Please note that once you have claimed temporary protection in one Member State,
you cannot normally claim it in another Member State.

You should therefore only register for temporary protection when you have reached
the country in which you want to stay for a longer period.

We can advise you and put you in contact with organisations in different countries that
are equipped to provide accommodation and support for refugees with cerebral palsy.
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
